Seoighe agus 10 mbliana ó chéad Fhleadh 
Feirste!

Is fleadh faoi leith í Fleadh Feirste a léiríonn 
bunluachanna an phobail Ghaelaigh in iarthar 
na cathrach mar atá an chomhpháirtíocht, 
an chomhbhá agus an chomhghuaillíocht. Tá 
lúcháir orainn go dtáinig grúpaí éagsúla le chéile 
leis an chlár ildaite, ildánach agus ilchineálach 
a chur faoi bhur mbráid. Is de thoradh an chom-
hoibrithe sin a d’éirigh linn clár imeachtaí a chur 
le chéile a thugann léargas ar phobal fuinniúil, 
flúirseach, Gaelach na Ceathrún Gaeltachta 
agus na gceantar máguaird. 

Is cinnte go mbíonn pobal Ghaeltacht Bhóthar 
Seoighe ina síorspreagadh ag pobal Gaeilge na 
cathrach seo agus ag pobail níos faide i gcéin 
agus tá clár na bliana seo go mór faoi anáil an 
phobail cheannródaíoch sin mar atá le sonrú in 
imeachtaí ar nós Oíche Airneáil Ghaelphobal 
Feirste, Léacht agus Dinnéar ‘Cothaigh’ arna 
eagrú ag Forbairt Feirste agus turas staire Chon-
radh na Gaeilge, gan ach dornán a lua. 

Beidh ceol binn Ghráinne Holland le cloisteáil in 
Áras Uí Chonghaile agus beidh an sárghrúpa 
Albanach Dàimh ar an ardán anseo sa Chultúr-
lann. Ar a bharr sin beidh maidin bhlaiseadh 
caife galánta i gcaifé An Lón Dubh, Raidió 
Fáilte. Díreofar spotsolas ar na scríbhneoirí 
fosta nó seolfar dírbheathaisnéis an ghníomhaí 
teanga agus pobail Jake Mac Siacais le linn na 
Féile, mar aon le Rita & an Ninja le Máire Zepf, 
an 5ú leabhar i sraith iomráiteach Rita. Agus 
más áil libh an dúlra, gabhaigí chuig seoladh an 
togra timpeallachta is oidhreachta, Faoi Scáth 

an tSléibhe, i nGael-Ionad Mhic Goill.
Is ag Aonach Nollag Choláiste Feirste a bheas 
scoth na bhféiríní galánta ar fáil agus beidh 
scléip na Nollag chun tosaigh go mór sa 
gheamaireacht, Seán agus an Gas Pónaire, 
agus i seó Nollag Aisling Óg. Is ag an tseó sin 
a bhronnfar an gradam úr, Gradam Sheáin 
Mhic Sheáin, ar dhuine de na páistí. Beidh an 
fear mór sa chulaith dhearg ar cuairt fosta, ar 
ndóigh, agus bronnfar píosa ealaíne leis an 
ealaíontóir nótáilte Andrew Whitson ar bhuait-
eoir chomórtas ealaíne na scoileanna. Aoi thar 
a bheith speisialta a lasfaidh soilse na Nollag 
dúinn i mbliana – Dáithí Mac Gabhann, Gael óg 
ó iarthar Bhéal Feirste agus laoch an fheachtais 
‘Is Deontóir Mé’. Is é croí na Féile é Dáithí agus is 
mór an onóir dúinn é a bheith linn. 
Cé go mbeidh an Cheathrú Ghaeltachta 
faoi sholas is faoi spiorad na Nollag le linn na 
Fleidhe, ní dhéanfar neamhiontas dá bhfuil ag 
tarlú sa tsaol mór nó beidh Cormac Ó hEadhra 
(Nuacht a hAon RnaG) ag craoladh beo ón 
Chultúrlann agus olltoghchán Westminster á 
phlé aige.

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A Word from the Team 

We’re immersed in a time of commemorations 
and celebrations at the moment with many 
historic dates being remembered across the 
country. This year, we’re drawing to the close of 
another big year: 100 years since the first Dáil, 
50 years since the Shaw’s Road Gaeltacht was 
established and 10 years since the first Fleadh 
Feirste!

Fleadh Feirste demonstrates the core values of 
the Irish language community in the west of the 
city: working together and common mission. 
We’re delighted that various groups have come 
together to produce this versatile and varied 
programme. It’s because of this partnership that 
we were able to put together a programme of 
events that represents the creative, energetic, 
generous Irish language community in the Gael-
tacht Quarter. 

Fifty years on, the Shaw’s Road Gaeltacht com-
munity remain an inspiration to Irish language 
communities in this city and further afield. In 
many ways, this programme reflects their influ-
ence with an Oíche Airneáil that celebrates the 
Irish language community in Belfast, the annual 
‘Cothaigh’ dinner organised by Forbairt Feirste, 
and a historical bus tour of significant sites relat-
ing to the Irish language organised by Conradh 
na Gaeilge, to mention but a few events. 

The beautiful music of Gráinne Holland will be 
heard in Áras Uí Chonghaile and the fantastic 
Scottish group Dàimh will take to the stage here 
in an Chultúrlann. A must too is the coffee tast-
ing morning in An Lon Dubh café, Raidió Fáilte. 
The best of new literature will be showcased 
with the launch of the memoir of the community 
and language activist Jake Mac Siacais and the 
launch of the much anticipated Rita agus an 
Ninja, the fifth installment of the renowned Rita 

series by Máire Zepf. For those with an interest 
in nature, a new environmental heritage project 
– Faoi Scáth an tSléibhe – will be launched in 
Gael-Ionad Mhic Goill. 

Coláiste Feirste will be hosting a Christmas 
Fayre - a great place to start your Christmas 
shopping. The Christmas panto, Seán agus an 
Gas Pónaire, promises all sorts of high jinks as 
does the Aisling Óg Christmas Show. As part of 
the show, our new award, Gradam Sheáin Mhic 
Sheáin, will be presented to one young person 
who shows a flair for drama. The big man in the 
red suit will be visiting the Cultúrlann and the 
winner of our schools’ art competition will be 
announced. 
We’re honoured to welcome a special guest 
to switch on the Cultúrlann Christmas lights 
– Dáithí Mac Gabhann, a young Gael from 
west Belfast and hero of the ‘Is Deontóir Mé’ 
campaign.

Though the Ceathrú Ghaeltachta will be awash 
with the light and spirit of Christmas, we won’t 
be ignoring developments in the wider world. As 
we look towards a general election here, Cormac 
Ó hEadhra (RnaG) will be hosting a live broad-
cast of the News at One on the Westminster 
election, giving a chance to local people to share 
their opinions. 

All of the events in this programme are a tes-
tament to the hard work of our multi-talented 
and creative community and that community 
is forever beholden to the people of the Shaws 
Road Gaeltacht who showed us the way and 
continue to do so.
