Tugann an clár 
seo na forbairtí sin chun cuimhne 
arís le himeachtaí ar leith amhail 
agallamh Raidió Fáilte le Séamus 
Ó Tuama, Príomhoide Bhunscoil 
Phobal Feirste, a bhí ina dhalta ag 
Coláiste Feirste agus a chaith seal 
mar mhúinteoir ann; agus dinnéar 
‘Cothaigh’, arna eagrú ag Forbairt 
Feirste, a bhfuil ‘Caomhnóireacht’ 
mar théama aige i mbliana agus 
an nasc idir an Chultúrlann agus 
Eaglais Phreispitéireach an Bhealaigh 
Leathain faoi chaibidil ag na 
haoichainteoirí.
Beidh ceol binn Bernadette Morris 
le cloisteáil i Muileann Mhic Con 
Midhe a bhuí le hÁras Uí Chonghaile 
agus déanfaidh Conradh na 
Gaeilge agallamh spreagúil leis an 
Ollamh Mícheál Ó Mainnín dírithe 
ar logainmneacha. Beidh imeacht 
ceiliúrtha á óstáil ag Glór na Móna 
a dhíreoidh ar an dlúthbhaint idir 
pobal agus a gceantar áitiúil agus i 
nDánlann Dillon, seolfar taispeántas 
speisialta de shaothair ó Bhailiúchán 
Chomhairle Ealaíon Thuaisceart 
Éireann.
Díreofar spotsolas ar na scríbhneoirí 
fosta nó seolfaidh An Ceathrú Póilí 
leabhar nua le Darach Ó Scolaí, ‘Súil 
an Daill’, i rith na  fleidhe, mar aon 
leis an leabhar draíochtúil ‘Daidí na 
Nollag’ arna scríobh ag Laureate 
na nÓg Áine Ní Ghlinn agus arna 
mhaisiú ag Mr Ando.  

Beidh scléip na Nollag chun tosaigh 
go mór sa gheamaireacht, An Nollaig 
Dhraíochta, agus beidh an fear mór 
sa chulaith dhearg ar cuairt fosta, ar 
ndóigh. Aoi thar a bheith speisialta 
a lasfaidh soilse na Nollag dúinn i 
mbliana – Dáithí Mac Gabhann, Gael 
óg ó iarthar Bhéal Feirste agus laoch 
an fheachtais ‘Is Deontóir Mé’. Beidh

He will be 
speaking with Somhairle about his life 
in the two schools as a pupil, teacher, 
parent and principal as the schools 
celebrate 50 and 30 years respectively, 
since their inception.

Building on the success of her debut 
album, Bernadette continued to 
wow audiences throughout Ireland 
and beyond with her fresh take on 
traditional Irish folk songs and her 
growing collection of new material 
which fit comfortably into the trad and 
folk genre. Over the years Bernadette 
has supported some stalwarts 
of the folk and traditional music 
scene including Cara Dillon, Eddi 

Reader and Julie Fowlis. Bernadette 
and her band enjoyed successful 
tours of Germany and Belgium 
as well as the USA. More recently 
Bernadette has completed a Tour in 
Australia, beginning at the National 
Celtic Festival in Portarlington and 
continuing in Melbourne and Sydney.
