Hushing is an exhibition of new works 
by the artist Tiffani Love.
Informed by her walks through the 
landscape, Love’s oil paintings and 
lens-based work in Hushing gently 
highlight the liminal spaces existing 
within the Irish landscape. Traversing 
her local coastline along the illusive 
shores of the Atlantic in Clare and 
Galway, and the terrains found inland 
along rivers, streams, turloughs and 
lakes, her work navigates the spaces 
where water, earth and atmosphere 
meld. The exhibition explores how the 
body responds to these places while 
moving through them. 
The focal point of Hushing is a series 
of small oil paintings which expand 
Love’s ongoing project entitled Field 
Notes; these are quick, yet intimate, 
studies of places and moments in time. 
It continues her examination of how 
the act of painting a landscape can 
function as a way to preserve a place, 
and explore how we experience and 
connect with our environments.

Bhain Susan Hughes, as Béal Feirste, 
Máistreacht san Ealaín amach in 2021 
ó Ollscoil Uladh. Tá go leor tréimhsí 
cónaitheachta mar ealaíontóir curtha 
i gcrích aici in Éirinn agus i gCríoch 
Lochlann áit ar bhain sí úsáid as an 
bhua atá aici mar fhidléir traidisiúnta 
mar uirlis bhabhtála chun scéalta 
áitiúla a aimsiú. 

‘Léaspáin’ is part of an ongoing body 
of artwork exploring the intersection 
of psychedelic sensual experiences in 
nature with traditional Irish folklore.

The intensity of the artists’ own 
experience of bioluminescent 
phosphorescence started an inquiry 
into how humans throughout history 
have made sense of mysterious natural 
occurrences, the stories that are 
associated with them and the physical 
and cognitive effects on the body.

Hughes uses synthetic and artificial 
materials often associated with the 
‘urban’ to create immersive viewing 
environments. In this exhibition she 
presents digital video and perspex light 
boxes as sculptural manifestations of 
her subject matter.
Susan Hughes, from Belfast, 
graduated with a Masters Degree 
in Art in 2021 from the University of 
Ulster. She has completed many artist 
residencies in Ireland and Scandinavia 
where she has used her traditional 
fiddle playing as a bartering tool to 
gain access to local stories.

In “The Land Of Gemini” artist 
Michelle Harton desires to show how 
beautiful the earth is through the lens 
of an imagined dream world named 
after her star sign. She is inspired by 
the magical glimpses we get daily, be 
it a sunset, a rock pool, light reflecting 
off a body of water and the energy 
seen and unseen that emanates from 
each living thing. Michelle invites the 
viewer to leave their burdens within 
the paintings and take relief from the 
movement and colours and time spent 
with a piece. Her aim is for the viewer 
to get lost in the painted landscapes 
she creates and leave the exhibition 
a little lighter than they came in. 
She hopes the mystical nature of the 
work encourages viewers to think 
about their own natural surroundings 
and how they can also feel magical 
while understanding that we are the 
caretakers of this beauty.
