chomhoiriúnaíonn le chéile. Ciallaíonn sé sin gur 
féidir iad a mhéadú nó a laghdú gan teorainn, 
gan comhréir a chailleadh. Amharcaim ar an 
saothar mar agóid chiúin, moilliú d’aon ghnó 
a chuimsíonn gnéithe machnamhacha an 
dathúcháin, pléisiúr na simplíochta agus an fonn 
daonna doshrianta dul i mbun cruthaitheachta.  

Reflecting on Light is a series of coloured pencil 
drawings that originally started as sketches for a 
site-specific work on the steps of the Sheep’s Head 
lighthouse in West Cork as part of The Lighthouse 
Project in summer 2022. The drawings use the 
colours of the visible light spectrum as a reference, 
along with simple geometric shapes, to form 
pattern and construct more complex formations. 
The accumulation of repeated lines and shapes 
form wavelengths and suggest movement over 
time. Keeping within the qualities of symmetry – 
harmony, balance and proportion – each drawing 
consists of parts that match each other. This 
means they can be scaled up and down in size 

infinitely and still keep their proportion. I see the 
work as a quiet protest, a deliberate slowing down 
that embraces the reflective qualities of colouring-
in, the joy of simplicity and the inherent human 
compulsion to create.

Janice Cherry’s upcoming exhibition, ‘Torsos: 
Vulnerability and Resilience’, explores the concept 
of ancestral memory through representations 
of female torsos. The collection of ceramic 
sculptures focuses on trauma, powerlessness and 
vulnerability balanced against resilience, hope 
and love. The female forms are vessels which 
hold secrets, memories, trauma and pain. They 
do not require identifying features as they carry 
universal relevance. The sculptures demonstrate 
influences of archaeological finds and bog 
bodies and explore Carl Jung’s theory of the 
Collective Unconscious. This current body of work 
contemplates the sharing of knowledge, skills and 
resilience to life’s challenges and traumas passed 
on through memory from our ancestors. We are 
vulnerable to the effects of trauma yet possess 
enormous capacity to overcome and cope. The 
viewer is invited to consider the contribution 
which their own ancestors have made to their 
unique abilities to overcome and celebrate our 
vulnerabilities and strengths through our shared 
human experiences.
